The calendar shows you which week to
put out what container.

Together we recycle!

Don’t forget

All recycling boxes, green waste bags
and refuse sacks need to be presented
for collection at the edge of your
property by 7.30am on your collection
day. If you are elderly or disabled, and
need an assisted collection, give us a

call on 01934 888 802.

Recycling more things,
more often

From April 7 you can recycle thin
printed cardboard using your green
box for e.g. cereal boxes or cardboard
sleeves around ready meals.

Just flatten the cardboard and place
down the side of the box.

Corrugated cardboard must go into your
green waste bag and not in the box.

Any extra recycling that can't fit into
the box just place in carrier bags next
to the green box. Put out as much
recycling as you can.

If your box is not collected then please

call us to let us know-01934 888 802.

If your bag is not emptied you should
find a tag attached explaining why it
has been left. If so, please re-sort the
material and put the bag out on your
next collection day. If your bag has not
been collected and there is no tag,
please call us. Additional bags can be
purchased for £1 a bag, from any of
our green bag outlets. These are

Follow these instructions to ensure
your box and bag is emptied.

What to put in your
recycling box:

Paper - all types, including:
newspapers, magazines, brochures,
catalogues, telephone directories and
junk mail.

Cardboard - thin printed cardboard
such as cereal boxes, ready meal
sleeves etc. (Plain corrugated cardboard
should be put out in your green bag.)

Glass bottles and jars -
washed please and no window glass,
pyrex or broken glass.

Metal - including: food tins, drink
cans, foil, and biscuit and sweet tins
(washed and preferably squashed.)

Textiles and shoes - dll clothes,
material, for e.g. curtains and duvet
covers, and shoes (tied in pairs). Please
place in a bag to keep dry and clean.

What to put in your
green bag:
® Plants e Flowers ® Grass cuttings

* Weeds * Twigs
* Hedge and conifer clippings

® Prunings

* Tree branches (max 10cm or
4.5 inches in diameter)

® Plain corrugated cardboard (flattened
with all plastic tape removed).

* Toilet and kitchen roll inners and egg
boxes.

To ensure collection:

® Rinse food and drink containers,
remove bottle tops and lids

* Place the box or bag in view at the
front edge of your property, nearest
the highway, where the crew and
lorry have access

® Put your box or bag out by 7.30am
on the morning of your collection

* Prevent paper blowing away by
putting heavier objects on top

* Saw off any protruding branches

* Ensure the bag weighs no more than
20kg

* Keep rain and soil out of the bag as
these increase the weight

* Leave a stone or heavy object by
your front door so we can weigh
down your empty bag

* Label your box or bag with your
house number and name.
